It provides an opportunity for local authorities, housing providers, mediation services and all those involved in neighbourhood noise management to raise awareness of services available and promote practical solutions.
Each year local authorities, housing providers, mediation services and all those involved in neighbourhood noise management are encouraged to engage their local community in reducing every day noise by:
· Highlighting the problems noise disturbance can cause

· Promoting practical solutions to noise problems

· Promote communication and consideration between neighbours

· Informing communities of noise-related services available

· Educating and informing noise makers and noise sufferers about noise reduction

· Encouraging everyone to take a quiet moment to consider the noises they make

Noise can cause disruption and distress to everyone - at home, at leisure, at work and at study. National research1 shows that two fifths of the population say noise affects their quality of life and in 2008 around half a million people (1%) said they had moved home because of noisy neighbours. This was more a problem in the private rented sector, where 4% said they had moved because of noisy neighbours.

2. Complaints about noise from domestic premises account for three quarters of all noise complaints. They have increased almost five times between 1984/5 and 2004/5 and almost 20% between 2000/1 and 2004/5, according to the Chartered Institute of Environmental Health statistics.
